Although he jealously guards his priva-
cy, Hunter is sitting still for rare inter-
views to promote @ new solo album, “Lib-
erty,” released today on Relix Records. He
also has a new translation of poet Rainer
Maria Rilke's "Duino Elegies” in book-
stores,

“You're getting an unguarded person
here." He pleads for understanding.
